For PYP:

· Multilingual/bilingual models of education that support inquiry
· Cultural approaches to teaching and learning 
· Design technology as inquiry
· Advanced pedagogical leadership 
· Advanced assessment and reporting
· Training for mentors and coaches  

· Inquiry for second language teachers

For MYP:

· Oral language in IB programmes—scaffolding PYP and MYP tasks toward DP expectations (oral commentary)

· Environments that nurture the whole child (social/emotional)

· Literacy (support for in all IB contexts)

· Differentiation (whole-school MYP creates many challenges in heterogeneously mixed classes)
